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Portfolio Development and Evaluation Guidelines

Effective July 1, 2007 students admitted to the Master of Science in Education program are required to develop and maintain an electronic program portfolio.

M.S. program e-portfolios will be reviewed at three benchmarks.  Candidates must submit their portfolio at the completion of 12 hours (Benchmark 2), at the completion of 24 hours (Benchmark 3), and at the completion of 36 hours (Benchmark 4).  

The Benchmark 2 and 3 portfolio reviews are formative in nature and intended to provide relevant, timely feedback to candidates as they move through the program and assemble various artifacts which demonstrate professional knowledge, skills and dispositions.  The Benchmark 4 portfolio review is a summative review for the purpose of determining overall program performance and completion.

All formative and summative portfolio reviews will be conducted by an M.S. Program Portfolio Assessment Committee, appointed by the Dean of Education (and/or Director of M.S. in Education Program).  The committee will be composed of Division of Education faculty and administrators, veteran classroom teachers and public school administrators, and recent M.S. program completers/ classroom teachers.  

E-portfolios should be organized into seven sections, one for each of the seven program Metastandards.  

A minimum of two artifacts must be included in each of the seven sections.  

A reflective statement must accompany each artifact.  Reflective statements must: 1) describe the artifact clearly and concisely, 2) provide a rationale for the artifact’s inclusion, and 3) identify the specific knowledge, skills and/or dispositions which the artifact is intended to support or verify.  

At the Benchmark 2 formative review at least one artifact must be included for at least four of the seven Metastandard sections.  At the Benchmark 3 formative review at least one artifact must be included for all seven Metastandard sections.  

At the Benchmark 4 summative review a minimum of two artifacts must be included for each of the seven Metastandard sections.  Each of the seven Metastandard sections must receive a final rating of “Satisfactory” or better.  

Candidates will be informed in writing of the results of their formative and summative portfolio reviews.  All questions, comments, concerns, appeals, etc. pertaining to the scoring of the program portfolio should be directed to the M.S. in Education Program Director.
