In preparation for the 2007-08 academic year,
we have been informed of additional and/or changes in requirements for
students will be rotating through the various clinical agencies.

To date, students have been required to complete the limited criminal
history search and submit the report to our office with the health
requirements form; and that process will continue. Students have also
been required to have a 5-panel drug screen complete and carry the results
report with them to the clinical agency for documentation purposes. THAT
PROCESS IS CHANGING—THE DRUG SCREEN REPORT NOW MUST
BE SUBMITTED TO THE SCHOOL OF NURSING .

ADDITIONALLY, there is a NO COST OIG/SGA ONLINE BACKGROUND
CHECK that you must complete and forward to our office. You will need to
follow the instructions below to access instructions for completing this
check.

Detection”.

3. You will see a list—elick on 6t option “Exclusion Program”.

5. Input your last name. In the first name field, enter your first name followed by your middle initial and
click on search.

6. Have your printer ready and print 2 copies—keep one for your personal records and attach the second
copy to the health/non-health related requirements form to be forwarded to the School of Nursing.
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
